after you have vacated the stall and it has been inspected for cleanliness.  Refunds will be issued the week following the 

fair.  You are responsible for cleaning your stalls before you leave – this includes complete removal of shavings! 

Manure must be dumped in designated areas.  

Camping will be in the back field by the old white barn. 

There is a $15 per night camping fee 

• No electric hook-ups are available (generators permitted)

• Water connection is not guaranteed but water is available on site
