-Insurance  - $10 for the weekend (all members) 
-Stalls - $100 for the weekend 
 
GROUND RULES: 
1.     Team Roping: 2 loops 
2.      Breakaway Roping: Must be a bell collar catch. Flags must be a solid color cloth with no  
         embroidery 
3.      Goat Tying: All Divisions must flank own goat. Will be run with 2 goats 
4.      Barrel Racing & Pole Bending: Run In / Run Out. No circling in the arena. Must maintain   
         forward motion at all times 
5.      No Warming Up in Indoor Arena. Use Outdoor Arena for Warming Up 
6.      30 Second Gate Call in Effect 
7.      Length of Neck Ropes will be posted at Rodeo Office 
 
FACILITY RULES: 
1.     NO ONE is to arrive at the Horse Park before 3:00pm on March 8th. (Strictly enforced) 
2.     All horses entering Horse Park must have: Current Negative Coggins, and proof of  
        Flu/Rhino Vaccine both must have been administered during the current year.  
3.     NO OVERNIGHT TIE-OUTS, ALL HORSES MUST BE STALLED OVERNIGHT (Hauling in/out  
        each day is OK) 
4.     Members will supply their own shavings for their stalls.  
5.     Stalls must be cleaned before leaving the premises. 
6.     No Hook-ups (generator only) 
7.     All vehicles: trailers, vans, trucks, RVs must be parked in designated areas: up the hill from  
        the arena, no vehicles by the horse stalls (Please note: vehicles not in approved areas may  
        be towed) 
8.     No Trailers parked on the black top or parking lot 
9.     No unlicensed person may operate a motor vehicle anywhere on Horse Park grounds. 
10.   All animals must be leashed at all times.  A $75 fine can be imposed for not complying.
